Key Reflections/Quotes:

“The mission of Jesus becomes the mission of the church.”

Decisions & Action Items: 

• Reflect on whether you truly live as though Jesus is alive and reigning now. 
• Read the resurrection and ascension accounts together: Mark 16, Acts 1, and Luke 24. 
• Consider where God is calling you to be a witness in your everyday life. 
• Share the hope of Jesus with someone who needs to hear it. 
• If you have not yet given your life to Christ, respond personally in faith.
